Chapter 11:

· What role does the weather play in this chapter?
· How do the Thorpes manipulate Catherine into going on a drive with them?  Is there any evidence that she is beginning to stand up for herself? Provide evidence to support your points.

Chapter 12:

· Catherine’s imagination often creates emotional distress for her in everyday situations. What are some incidents in which her imagination has fooled her into believing her eyes rather than her heart/head? 

· How does her imagination relate to her taste in literature?

Chapter 13:

· How does Catherine in this chapter contrast to the Catherine of chapter 11?  Please support your answer with specific details from the text.

· What does Mr. Allen’s opinion of Catherine going on the carriage ride signify about society and the way that women were supposed to behave?

Chapter 14:

· How does Austen satirize the “benefits” of a woman’s lack of knowledge in this chapter?
