Chapter 16:
Read the following quotations. Explain the significance of each in terms of: character development and theme.

· “Isabella’s opinion of the Tilneys did not influence her friend”
· “From the latter circumstance it may be presumed, that, whatever might be our heroine’s opinion of him, his admiration of her was not of a very dangerous kind; not likely to produce animosities between the brothers, not persecutions of the lady”
· “It is not on my own account I wish for more; but I cannot bear to be the means of injuring my dear Morland, making him sit down upon an income hardly enough to find one in the common necessaries of life. For myself, it is nothing; I never think of myself”
