UNDERSTANDING GOALS:  

(a) analyze why it is vital that the remembrance, history and lessons of the genocide be passed to new generations (FOCUS ON PAST GENOCIDE); and 
(b) suggest what you, as students, can do to combat and prevent prejudice, discrimination and violence in our world today.  

MANDATORY:

1. Your project should be designed around one CENTRAL SYMBOLIC ELEMENT.

2. Your project should include at least 6 poignant VISUALS to educate your audience about the genocide/survivor’s experience.
3. Your project should include a 3.5-4 page paper explaining your memorial, answers the understanding goals and at least THREE key facts about the survivor’s experience. 
4. Your project should demonstrate how students can combat & prevent genocide today.  
5. Include WORKS CITED for sources consulted.  Primary and secondary source material could include: historical and reference material; interviews, eyewitness accounts and oral testimonies; official documents and other primary sources; readings from diaries, letters, autobiographies and works of poetry; video or audiotapes, films, art, CD-ROM and Internet source.
6. Format suggestions for final project:  3-panel poster board, PowerPoint Presentation, video, or wiki page. (If you have other ideas tell me in the prospectus) Final Project will be completed in groups (no more than 3 people in each group); The final paper is individual
