Outline for Banned/Censored Book Paper

Requirements:

· 2-3 page paper, which explores why your particular book has been banned/challenged in the past. 

· Use 4-5 solid examples from your book, which illustrate why the book had been censored.  

· Integrate the interview of a local librarian, principal, teacher, publishing house executive, or anyone else you can find who will be able to explain why your book was censored.  

· Pass in your interview questions and answers on a separate piece of paper.  

Sample Thesis Statement:

Ray Bradbury’s, Fahrenheit 451, was censored when it was originally published because of its use of offensive language and Bradbury’s cavalier descriptions of, what some may deem to be, inappropriate situations for young adult readers.
